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H GH SCHOOL TO OFFER " RADI O AMATEURS AND DI SASTER OPERATI ONS' CLASS

A Californiahigh school that's participating in the ARRL Education and Technology Program (ETP--also known as "The Big Project")
will offer ayear-long dective course, "Radio Amateurs and Disaster Operations' (RADIO), garting thisfall.
Moorpark High School math and meteorology teacher Tom Baker, NC6B, says the courseisthe first of its kind anywhere in the US.
The class curriculum was created in conjunction with the ARRL, the American Red Cross and various Ventura County agencies. ARRL
ETP Coordinator Mark Spencer, WA8SME, gives the new course high marks and says it has a great chance to succeed.

"This program has in place dl three components that will be necessary for success: a motivated teacher, supportive school administration
and gtrong support and involvement by the local ham community,”" Spencer said. He attended an April 4 meeting at the school to discuss
its"Learn and Serve Program," and he believes the support shown at that session will greatly boost the RADIO initiative.

"The meeting was well attended, and the attendees included representatives of all the emergency management participants in the program,
the mayor's office, the school and digtrict office, school support gaff and the ARRL Division and Section," Spencer said. Among those on
hand were ARRL Southwestern Division Director Dick Norton, N6AA, and Santa Barbara Section Emergency Coordinator Jennifer Roe,
AABMX.

The eective RADIO course is open to students in grades 9 through 12, and it will feature instruction from certified expertsin their

respective fields. After studying, testing and meeting any practical skillsrequirements, all RADIO students will come away with an
Amateur Radio license (at least Technician class), American Red Cross First Aid Training Certification, American Red Cross CPR
Training Certification and American Red Cross AED Training (Automated External Defibrillator) Certification.

Students will learn about and how to seamlesdly interface with the National Incident Management System (NIMS), Incident Command
System (ICS) and local government infrastructure. They'll also learn search-and-rescue techniques among other disaster and emergency
preparedness skills. RADIO participants will even learn peer mediation skills.

The RADIO course not only will provide service-learning opportunities for students but will make them prime candidates as volunteers for
service organizations and, later, as potential service professionals.

Moorpark High School, which has an enrollment of approximately 2700, established its Amateur Radio club, W6MHS, last August, and it
became an ARRL-affiliated club in October. In December, W6MHS won an ARRL ETP grant and received station equipment through the
program (some 170 schools now participate in the "Big Project”). This August, Moorpark High School will host one of the ARRL ETP
Teachers Indtitutes.

"We are very excited about this program,” said Baker of the RADIO course. He has offered to help other schools in the US to establish
RADIO curricula. "Thiswill be quite a challenging and enjoyable class. It will give students skills to become positively and directly
involved with their community, and it gives this high school a pool of talented, trained individuals who can

assist with many on-campus situations.”

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TheHistory Of Flag Day

The Fourth of July was traditionally celebrated as Americas birthday, but the idea of an annual day specifically celebrating
the Flag is bdieved to havefirst originated in 1885. BJ Cigrand, a schoolteacher, arranged for the pupilsin the Fredonia,
Wisconsin Public School, District 6, to observe June 14 (the 108th anniversary of the official adoption of The Starsand
Stripes) as 'Flag Birthday'. In numerous magazines and newspaper
articles and public addresses over the following years, Cigrand
continued to enthusiastically advocate the observance of June 14 as

'Flag Birthday', or 'Flag Day'.

On June 14, 1889, George Balch, a kindergarten teacher in New Y ork

City, planned appropriate ceremonies for the children of his school, and

his idea of observing Flag Day was later adopted by the State Board of

Education of New Y ork. On June 14, 1891, the Betsy Ross House in

Philadelphia held a Flag Day celebration, and on June 14 of the
following year, the New Y ork Society of the Sons of the Revolution,
celebrated Flag Day.

Following the suggestion of Colond J Granville Leach (at thetime

historian of the Pennsylvania Society of the Sons of the Revolution),

the Pennsylvania Society of Colonial Dames of America on April 25,

1893 adopted a resolution requesting the mayor of Philadelphia and all
othersin authority and all private citizens to display the Flag on June 14th. Leach went on to recommend that theresfter the
day be known as 'Flag Day', and on that day, school children be assembled for appropriate exercises, with each child being
given asmall Flag.
Two weeks later on May 8th, the Board of Managers of the Pennsylvania Society of Sons of the Revolution unanimously
endorsed the action of the Pennsylvania Society of Colonial Dames. As aresult of the resolution, Dr. Edward Brooks, then
Superintendent of Public Schools of Philadelphia, directed that Flag Day exercises be held on June 14, 1893 in Independence
Square. School children were assembled, each carrying a small Flag, and patriotic songs were sung and addresses delivered.
In 1894, the governor of New Y ork directed that on June 14 the Flag be displayed on al public buildings. With BJ Cigrand
and Leroy Van Horn as the moving spirits, the Illinois organization, known as the American Flag Day Association, was
organized for the purpose of promoting the holding of Flag Day exercises. On June 14th, 1894, under the auspices of this
association, the first general public school children's celebration of Flag Day in Chicago was held in Douglas, Garfield,
Humboldt, Lincoln, and Washington Parks, with more than 300,000 children participating.
Adults, too, participated in patriotic programs. Franklin K. Lane, Secretary of the Interior, delivered a 1914 Flag Day address
in which he repeated words he said the flag had spoken to him that morning: "I am what you make me; nothing more. | swing
before your eyes as a bright gleam of color, a symbol of yourself."

Inspired by these three decades of state and local celebrations, Flag Day - the anniversary of the Flag Resolution of 1777 -
was officially established by the Proclamation of President Woodrow Wilson on May 30th, 1916. While Flag Day was
ceebrated in various communities for years after Wilson's proclamation, it was not until August 3rd, 1949, that President
Truman signed an Act of Congress designating June 14th of each year as National Flag Day.

18 May 2006

Meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by club president Al Fox, KD5BA.
Bill KC50K G moved and Richard KD5ZOY seconded approval of the meeting minutes as written. M otion was approved unanimously.

Treasurer report from Dwayne KC5QV'S: Expenses included payments to Mike KC50FF, Dwayne at Wheat Capitd for tower expenses, City of Enid for
Park Rental, Greg KD5MFY/, Insurance, and Richard KD5ZQY for fuel.

Richard KD5ZOY motioned and Greg KD5MFY seconded to accept treasurer’ s report as presented by Dwayne KC5QV'S. Moation was approved
unanimously. The Club now has 23 paid-up members (including the club secretary).

A discussion was carried over how to account for ARRL memberships and family members as EARC club members.
Old Business:

Board of Directors Position: Dave Locke, KC5SlI requested to be removed from the Board of Directors due to his new employment situation in Oklahoma
City. Hisexigting termis set to expirein 2008 (unverified). Al KD5BA asked for volunteersto fill Dave' s term, and reminded the membership that anyone
can be on the board, with the exception that the Club secretary cannot be the Board secretary. Bill KC50KG nominated Dwayne Posey, KC5QVS. Walter,
AABSLI seizing the opportunity, immediately motioned for nominations to cease, and indicated that he too could hear atrain coming. The membership
immediately and unanimoudy approved the appointment of Dwayne to fill the unexpired term.

Work Day: The Club needs awork day to complete construction in the Club room and erect antennas on the new tower. Field day antennas will not be
needed at the Club facility at the Red Cross, so this work day would not be impacted by the upcoming Field Day event. Al KD5BA recommended any
Saturday that the Red Cross was NOT using the building, second and fourth Saturdays. 2 June and 20 June were recommended. Proposed work included
hanging the vertical, hanging the G5RV, dua band verticals, grounding coax to building, cleaning-up the Club room, running conduit to Club room, and
drilling holein building for conduit and coax. Saturday, 3 June 0800 was proposed and approved for the work day. Bill KC50KG was to contact the owner
of the automobiles adjacent to the Red Cross building (cars need to be moved prior to tower work).

New Business:

IRLP Station: Tim KD5KTB asked permission to pick-up four computersto make an IRLP station setup. All agreed to Tim's proposal. Computersare
available for any member who wishes to use them — there are around 20 additional computers available with 18" monitors. (sorry, no keyboards).

Field Day: 24-24 June 2006. Fee payment and “exclusive use” application: A non-club member approached the City about charging the EARC money for
use of public park facilities. Thisindividua felt that our club did alot for the city, and should not be charged to use park facilities for Field Day activities.
Al KD5BA indicated we were supposed to be on the agenda for the second Tuesday of June. The City wanted someone from our club to come to the
meeting to speak on behaf of the club and amateur radio. Al wantsto dothis. Al has an agpplication for “exclusive use” of the park facilities, but this
application will have to be substantiated with additional documentation supporting our request. Bottom line: if we get approval for this, we could ostensibly
get use of Meadowlake Park every year on Field Day for free. Al KD5BA said we were on the agenda for June at 1:30 p.m. (13 June), but would ask for the
11 July date. Additional timeis needed to get the requested paperwork assembled. In addition, if we ask, the Mayor will declare Field Day date “ Amateur
Radio Day” in Enid. The ARRL has a standard package for this purpose. Walter AA5SLI recommended taking meterials to the City Attorney office, and
letting them put it on the agenda. If they take care of our “exclusive use” request, it will have a* Staff Recommends Approval” stamp, amost guaranteeing
approval with minimum fuss. And we al thought Walter didn’t know much about city hall. The club has pre-paid for this year and next —useful asan
additional bargaining chip for board approval.

Field Day dinner: Saturday evening. Gary donated BBQ for last year’s event. The club wants him to cook again, but we' re not expecting a donation and
are prepared to pay for the food. Members will bring side dishesin a pot luck setup.
